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Oz

Bektasilik 13. yiizyilda ortaya ¢ikmis ve Anadolu’da Alevilik ile biitiinleserek birlikte
anilmugtir. Bektasiligi olusturan temellere ve tesirlere bakildiginda Hurufilik, Siilik ve
tasavvuf oldugu goriilmektedir. Bektasi sairlerin diisiinceleri, tarikatlarina has usulleri
eserlerini de etkilemistir. Bektasilik daha ¢ok tekke edebiyatini etkilese de divan siiri de
Bektasilikten etkilenmistir. Biz de bu bildirimizde IBB Atatiirk Kitaphginda kesfettigimiz
OE_Yz_0723 numarada bulunan yazma eserin igerisinde yer alan Kemterl mahlash sairin
siirlerini inceledik. Eser kiitiiphanede bir mecmua olarak kaydedilmistir. Eserin baginda ve
sonunda baska sairlere ait siirler bulunmaktadir. Eserin basinda baska bir esere ait oldugu
tahmin edilen 4 varaktan olusan bir béliim bulunmaktadir. Bu béliimden sonra Divan-1
Perfkende bashgiyla yazilmis bir boliim bulunmaktadir. Bu bsliimde Zekayi ve Nizami
mahlash iki saire ait siirler bulunmaktadir. Bunlarin disinda bazi siirlerde mahlas
bulunmamaktadir. Siirlerin icerigine baktigimizda Alevi-Bektasi unsurlarin oldugunu
goriilmektedir. Bu siirlerin yer aldigi bolim 10 varaktan olusmaktadir. Eserin sonunda ise
Kazim adl bir saire ait siirler bulunmaktadir. Yazma eserde Kemteri’'nin siirlerinin yer
aldig1 boliim ise 12. varaktan itibaren baslamaktadir. Toplamda 108 varak olan eserin 70
vara@i Kemteri’ye aittir. Onun siirleri bir divan olusturabilecek kadar coktur. Eserde ona ait
ilk siir Nefes bashiginda Nefes nazim sekliyle kaleme alinmistir. Nefesler, Alevi Bektasi
sairlerin en sik kullandig1 nazim sekillerindendir. Bu ve devamindaki diger siirlerinden
hareketle de onun Alevi-Bektasilik gelenegine bagli bir sair oldugu anlasilmaktadir.
Kendinden baska Alevi-Bektasi sairlerini de siirlerinde anmistir. Haci Bektasi Veli’den,
Molla Cami’den, Nesim{’den ve bir¢ok tarikat seyhinden, Alevi-Bektasi sairinden bahsetmis,
onlarin siirlerinden 6rnekler vermistir. Yazdigi siirlerde nefeslere, kitalara, mersiyelere yer
vermistir. Siirlerinde aruz veznini genel anlamda hatasiz kullanmistir. Farkli vezinler
kullansa da genellikle remel bahrinin “failatiin failatin failatin failiin” vezniyle, hecez
bahrinin “mefailiin mefailiin mefailiin mefiiliin” vezni ve Nefeslerinde “mefailiin mefailiin
felilin” vezniyle siirler yazmistir. Veznin yaninda dili de basariyla kullanmistir. Siirlerinin
muhtevasini Hz. Muhammed, Hz. Ali, Hz. Hasan, Hz. Hiiseyin, Hz. Fatima ve Ehli Beyt
sevgisi, Kerbela olay1, yasananlardan duydugu ac1, On iki imam olusturmaktadir. Hz. Hasan
ve Hiiseyin’e mersiyeler, Kerbela olayini iceren mersiyeler, nefesler, ya Ali redifli siirler,
tarikata girenler i¢in yazdig1 6giit niteliginde siirler bulunmaktadir. Yazdig1 bir mersiyenin
bir misras: “Kerbela nariyla dag-1 sineni dagla bugiin” bir diger misrasi ise “Sah Hiiseynin
matemidir karalar bagla bugtin” seklindedir. Bu misralar onun siirlerine ve bu gelenege
bagliligina kiigiik bir 6rnektir. Biz de Kemteri'nin siirlerini, Alevi Bektasi edebiyatinin
kaynaklarindan faydalanarak igerik, nazim sekilleri, vezin, dil ve eseri olusturan diger
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unsurlar agisindan inceledik ve tablolastirdik. Kemteri'nin siirleri, anlattigimiz ynlerden
bakildiginda Alevi-Bektasi edebiyati ve Tiirk Edebiyati agisindan 6nemli bir yere sahiptir.
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Abstract

Bektashism emerged in the 13th century and was associated with Alevism in Anatolia.
Looking at the foundations and influences that make up Bektashism, it is seen that there
are Hurufism, Shiism, and Sufism. The thoughts of Bektashi poets and their styles peculiar
to their sects also affected their works. Although Bektashism mostly affected dervish lodge
literature, divan poetry was also influenced by Bektashism. In this paper, we examined the
poems of the poet with the pseudonym Kemteri in the manuscript number OE_Yz_0723 that
we found in the IBB Atatiirk Library. The work was recorded as a journal in the library.
There are poems by other poets at the beginning and end of the work. At the beginning of
the work, there is a section consisting of 4 leaves, which is thought to belong to another
work. After this section, there is a section titled as “Divan-1 Perakende”. This section
contains poems belonging to two poets with Zekayi and Nizami pseudonyms. Apart from
these, some poems do not have pseudonyms. Considering the content of the poems, Alevi-
Bektashi elements are noticed. The section in which these poems are included consists of
10 leaves. At the end of the work, the poems belong to a poet named Kazim. The section in
which Kemteri's poems are included in the manuscript starts from the 12th leaf. 70 leaves
of the work, which has 108 leaves in total, belong to Kemterl. His poems are so many that
they can form a divan. The first poem belonging to him in work was written in Nefes verse
under the title “Nefes”. The Nefes’ are one of the most frequently used verse forms by Alevi
Bektashi poets. Based on this and other poems that follow, we understand that he is a poet
who adheres to the Alevi-Bektashi tradition. He mentioned Alevi-Bektashi poets other than
himself in his poems. He mentioned about Haji Bektash Veli, Molla Jami, Nesimi, many sect
sheiks, and Alevi-Bektashi poets and gave examples of their poems. He included breaths,
stanzas, and elegies in his poems. He used Aruz's prosody in his poems without any
mistakes. Although he used different meters, he usually wrote with "failatun failatun
failatun failun" meter of remel bahri, "mefailun mefailun mefailun mefailun" meter of
hecez bahri and wrote poems with "mefailun mefailun fetilun" meter in his Nefes. Besides
the meter, he also used the language successfully. The content of his poems constitutes
Hazrat Muhammed, Hazrat Ali, Hazrat Hassan, Hazrat Hussein, Hazrat Fatima and the love
of Ahl al-Bayt, the Karbala incident, the pain felt from what happened, and the Twelve
Imams. There are elegies to Hazrat Hassan and Hussein, dirges containing the Karbala
event, the Nefes’, poems with Ali Redif, and poems of advice that he wrote for those who
entered the sect. One verse of a dirge he wrote is “Kerbela nariyla dag-1 sineni dagla bugiin
(Turkish in origin)” and another verse is “Sah Hiiseynin matemidir karalar bagla bugiin
(Turkish in origin)”. These verses are a small sample of his poems and his commitment to
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this tradition. We examined Kemteri's poems in terms of the content, verse forms, meter,
language, and other elements that make up the work by benefiting from the sources of Alevi
Bektashi literature. Kemteri's poems have an important place in terms of Alevi-Bektashi
literature and Turkish literature.
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
