Ingiltere, Birinci Diinya Savasi esnasinda 31 Ekim 1917’de Bi’riissebi, 16 Kasim 1917’de Yafa
ve 9 Aralik 1917'de Kudiis’ii isgal etmistir. Béylece Filistin “isgal Edilen Diisman Topraklar:”
ismiyle Ingiltere askeri idaresine girmistir. Savas sonrasinda ise Filistin, 24-26 Nisan 1920’de
toplanan San Remo Konferansi kararlariyla Ingiltere’nin manda yénetimine verilmistir.
Buna gdre Ingiltere, Milletler Cemiyeti adina Filistin’i ydnetmeyi hukuken taahhiit etmistir.
Ardindan Sor Herbert Samuel’in 1 Temmuz 1920’de Filistin Yiiksek Komiserligi gorevine
atanmasiyla Ingiltere sivil idaresi baslamistir. Askeri idarenin sona ermesiyle “Filistin
Hiikiimeti” ismini alan sivil idarenin merkezi Kudiis olmustur. Samuel’den sonra ayni
gbreve 21 Mayis 1925’te Lord Herbert Charles Onslow Plumer atanmistir. Ingiltere sivil
idaresi Kudiis’te y6netim, ekonomi, egitim, vakif idareleri, tarim, imar isleri, i¢-dis ticaret,
niifus ve go¢ alanlarini igeren konularda birgok idari béliim kurmustur. Bu idari birimlerin
arasinda yer alan egitim bdlimii dogrudan toplumu ilgilendiren konularin basinda
gelmektedir. Ozellikle Kasim 1920’den itibaren egitim konusunda ¢aligmalar
yogunlagmistir. Buna gdre Miisliiman Araplarin Filistin Hiikiimeti Egitim Boliimii'niin (The
Department of Education) denetiminde c¢alisan devlet okullarina devam etmesi
kararlastirilmistir. Hristiyan niifus ise Batili misyonlarin fonlariyla desteklenen okullarda
egitim almaktaydi. Filistin’e gé¢ eden Yahudiler ise Yiiksek Komiserlerin izniyle Diinya
Siyonist Organizasyonu’nun girisimleriyle kurulan okullarda egitim gormekteydi. Yiiksek
Komiserlik tarafindan agilan okullarda egitim dili Arapca ve ingilizce iken Yahudilerin
actiklar1 okullarda fbranice egitim verilmekteydi. Egitim Béliimii, 1928’e kadar sehirlerde
ve kdylerde Miisliiman Araplarin gittigi farkli siniflari iceren 315 devlet okulunu faaliyete
baslatmistir. Ayni1 dénemde 255’i Yahudilere ve 183’ii Hristiyanlara ait 6zel okullar da
faaliyet yuriitmekteydi. 1927-1928 egitim 6gretim déneminde devlet okullarinda kayitli
Ggrenci sayist 10.586ya, Siyonist organizasyon tarafindan kontrol edilen okullarda ise bu
say16.574’e kadar ¢ikmustir. Filistin Hitkiimeti’nin Egitim Boliimii'ne 1921’de 106.641 sterlin
biitge ayirirken Plumer idaresinde bu rakam 1928’de 138.000 sterline ¢ikmistir. Bunlarin
haricinde bu okullarin 8gretmen maaslari, bina giderleri gibi finansmani ise yiiksek
komiserlik ve farkh iilkelerden gelen bagislarla karsilandigi tespit edilmistir. Ozellikle
Hristiyan ve Yahudi okullarinin finansmanlari misyoner kurumlar ve zengin ailelerden
geldigi goriilmiistiir. Ayrica bu okullarda egitim dilinin (Arapga-ibranice) ve miifredatinin
ayr1 olmasi toplumlarin ulus insa siirecini, sosyal, siyasal ve ekonomik gelisimlerini
farklilagtirmigtir, Ornegin, 1925-28 arasinda egitim alan kisiler kurulmasi planlanan Yahudi
Devleti'nin biirokrat ihtiyacini karsilamistir. Haliyle bu devletlesme siirecini hizlandiran
bir etken olmustur. Bu nedenle Ingiltere’nin Filistin’de egitim alanindaki roliiniin
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irdelenmesi elzemdir. Bu bildiride Ingiltere manda idaresinin 1925-28 yillar1 arasindaki
egitim faaliyetleri incelenmistir. Konu Yiiksek Komiser Lord Herbert Charles Onslow
Plumer’in raporlarindan, ingiltere’nin Milletler Cemiyetine sundugu yillik yénetim
raporlarindan, kararnamelerin yayimlandigi dénem gazetelerinden ve telif eserlerden

yararlanilarak analiz edilmistir.
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Abstract

During the First World War, Britain occupied Bi'Riissebi on 31 October 1917, Jaffa on 16
November 1917, and Jerusalem on 9 December 1917. Thus, Palestine came under British
military administration under the name of "Occupied Enemy Territories" . After the war,
Palestine was given to the British mandate with the decisions of the San Remo Conference
held on 24-26 April 1920. Accordingly, Britain has legally committed to govern Palestine on
behalf of the League of Nations. Subsequently, the British civil administration began with
Sir Herbert Samuel's appointment as High Commissioner for Palestine on 1 July 1920. With
the end of the military administration, the center of the civil administration, which was
named the "Palestinian Government", became Jerusalem. After Samuel, Lord Herbert
Charles Onslow Plumer was appointed to the same post on May 21, 1925. The British civil
administration has established many administrative departments in Jerusalem in the fields
of economy, education, foundation administrations, agriculture, public works, domestic
and foreign trade, population, and immigration. The education department, which is
among these, is one of the issues that directly concern society. It was decided that Muslim
Arabs should attend public schools operating under the supervision of The Department of
Education of the Palestinian Government. The Christian population, on the other hand, was
educated in schools supported by the funds of Western missionaries. Jews who immigrated
to Palestine were educated in schools established by the World Zionist Organization with
the permission of the High Commissioners. While the language of instruction in the schools
opened by the High Commissioner is Arabic and English, Hebrew education was given in
the schools opened by the Jews. By 1928, the Department of Education had launched 315
public schools in cities and villages, which included different classes attended by Muslim
Arabs. In the same period, private schools, 255 of which belonged to Jews and 183 of which
belonged to Christians, were also operating. In the 1927-1928 academic year, the number of
students enrolled in public schools increased to 10,586, and in schools controlled by the
Zionist organization, this number increased to 6,574. While The Palestinian Government's
Education Department allocated a budget of £106,641 in 1921, under Plumer, this figure
increased to £138,000 in 1928. Apart from these, it has been determined that the financing
of these schools, such as teacher salaries and building expenses, is met by the high
commissioner and donations from different countries. It has been seen that the financing
of especially Christian and Jewish schools comes from missionary institutions and wealthy
families. In addition, the fact that the language of education (Arabic-Hebrew) and the
curriculum are separate in these schools has differentiated the nation-building process,
and social, political, and economic development of societies. For example, people who
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received education between 1925-28 met the bureaucrat needs of the Jewish State, which
was planned to be established. As a result, this has been a factor that accelerated the process
of statehood. For this reason, it is essential to examine the role of England in the field of
education in Palestine. In this paper, the educational activities of the British Mandate
Administration between 1925-28 were examined. The subject has been analyzed by using
the reports of High Commissioner Lord Herbert Charles Onslow Plumer, the annual
management reports submitted by England to the League of Nations, the newspapers of the

period in which the decrees were published, and copyrighted works.
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
